Audit found that 100 boys and six girls in five test checked Government Children’s Homes
went missing during the period 2010-15. While 50 boys and six girls returned 1o the Homes,
50 children still remain to be traced till date. This includes 21 boys missing since 2010-1 2,
Though the cases were reported to the Police and CWCs, these missing children remain to be
traced (March 2015).

Goverment replied that the Department is taking effective steps to strengthen
surveillance system of the Child Care Institutions. The Executive Committee of the State
Child Protection Society (SCPS) in its meeting held on 25-04-2015, accorded sanction for
cngaging ex-service men in every Child Care Institution for giving security services. The
Department has also taken steps to install surveillance cameras in the institutions.
tiie Superintendents of the Institutions and the police are posting details of missing and
found children in the Track Child national web portal” The department has finalised a
Standard Operating Procedure for misging children. Department has launched a campaign

namely ‘Operation Vatsalya’ jointly with all stakeholders for finding missing children.
